Install SSD Utility in Windows

Create a Bootable Media

You can use a USB flash drive to create a standalone bootable tool called Bootable Media which can be used
to perform a Secure Erase and Format NVMe of your SSD. The SSD Utility will only offer a Bootable Media if it
is required — you should create the Bootable Media if prompted.

These instructions assume that you are familiar with the functionality of SSD Utility for Secure Erase and
Format NVMe.
